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FROM MARGINALIZATION TO MARGINALIZATION:

Road to Education for Phase-Pardhi Girls of Chandrapur and Nagpur District

Abstract: - Phase-Pardhi is the Denotified Tribe, which is now included in the category of (VINT) in
Mabharashtra, resides on the outskirts of villages in Chandrapur and Nagpur Districts. These are basically
“hunters” and selling of small birds is their main means of livelihood. Nowadays they are engaged in the illegal
business of liquor production and sell. So, they are harassed by police for various crimes and father (or/and
mother) always found in police custody. In such state, the girls of this community start their schooling after
motivated by Dalit Movement. This paper explores the experiences of these girls which not only analyze their
humiliation, but also show the pathway From marginalization to marginalization for them.

This research is based on qualitative research methods with population study where 37 Phase-Pardhi girls
from 3" standard to 8" standard are interviewed From the Chak (Chindhi) and Champa villages of Chandrapur
and Nagpur District respectively, by applying snow-ball sampling. Nowadays, Pardhi population is engaged in
unlawful liquor production and selling activities as the means of livelihood after enforcement of forest laws.
They are incapacitated to get various educational facilities due to non-issuance of their caste certificates, thus
they are discouraged for further education. Their poverty dehumanizing to them and classmates is denied
cooperation on the issues of study by denying access to books, copies, and entry into their homes. The girls are
victimized not only by the police, but also by their fellow-students and teachers too, and they are humiliated by
stigmatizing them as a thief. Their dialect (which is different than learning langue), anti-education, socio-
cultural environment, health issues, and the struggle for a livelihood (after the police custody to father and
mother) are creating learning inability, absenteeism, and incompetency. Begging at school-mates’ home is
adversely affecting their assimilation with their class fellows and they are victimized by molestation in the
school campus. Finally, their education is not forcing them toward development, but it is the path of one
marginalization to another marginalization.

Introduction: - Phase-pardhi is previously alternative term for the caste, but particularly applied

known as hunter community, nowadays known as
denotified tribe. From British period, they are
infamous as illegal liquor producers. In the work
“Constructing the Criminal Tribe in Colonial India”,
Henry Schwarz scripted that Pardhis are illegal
producers of liquor and they had been given bribes to
police for getting safeguards from them. Even
though, police were harassed to their (pardhi’s)
wives for to brew illegal liquor to them (Schwarz, 2010,
pp. 116). It means that their constructed social image
as criminal tribe or ‘caste’ was fixed from the British
Colonial period only. Though after independence,
these criminal tribes are re-recognized as denotified
tribes, only the police perspectives are not changed,
as for them, pardhis are criminal ‘caste’ only. He
narrate that “It has become a commonplace that
tribes are often detained arbitrarily, tortured to
produce confessions, and sometimes murdered when
the torture is excessive. For many crimes, especially
thefts, Pardhis are soft targets of police and they take
them into custody and compel them to accept that
crime which does not commit by them” (Schwarz, 2010,
ppll15).

Russel and Hiralal, who are pioneers in the study
of Indian Tribes, are narrated them as ‘a low caste of
wandering fowlers and hunters. While explaining the
caste character, they clarified that the ‘Pardhi is
derived from the Marathi paradh, hunting. Shikari,
the common term for a native hunter, is an

to those who use firearms, which most pardhis refuse
to do (Russell & Hiralal, 1916,). They hunt with
traps and snares.

Schooling has different perspectives from
functionalist to Marxist and Modern to post Modern.
Other than functionalist perspectives, other theories
are advocating to social change. Marxist or neo
Marxist theories also explore the role of education in
class formation, exclusion, and exploitation.
Althusser, Derida, and others explored the discourses
of education and its relations with marginality. It is
interesting to know that how schooling is
establishing another marginality within pardhi girls.

Though they are nomadic tribes, now they are
stable themselves in some villages but live in the
outskirts. They don't have agriculture lands and thus,
for a livelihood, they have employed themselves in
different sorts of businesses, like ear-cleaning, illicit
liquor  trade-in, larceny, begging, garbage
accumulation, and in cities, some pardhi women are
employed in second-hand clothes trade. But more
often than not they are abode at villages. They are
not going to school in past as they live as nomads,
but after stabilizing in villages from past 20 years,
after coming into contact with Dalit activists, they
got hold of admission in Z.P. Schools, but school
dropouts are a normal phenomenon for them. Just a
boy passed 10th class examination in two villages
where researchers doing his fieldwork.
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Research Method: - This research is based on
qualitative research methods in population studies. In
Chak (Chindhi) village of Chandrapur District of
Maharashtra, out of 285 households 32 Phase-Pardhi
community households and in a Champa village
near-about out of 229 households 26 Phase-Pardhi
community household are found, from where 37
Phase-Pardhi girls from 3" standard to 8" standard
are interviewed with the help of an unstructured
interview guide. This study includes the whole
population of school going girls of the Phase-Pardhi
(afterward it can termed as ‘Pardhi’) community. The
narrations are transcripts and analyzed with aid of
software.

Background of Population: - Pardhi community
of Chindhi (Chak) (which is likewise known as
Chindhi Rayyatwari, total population 1361) village
of Chandrapur District and Champa (total population
1004) village of Nagpur District have pardhi
community. Chindhi has 843 populations of the
Tribes, in which 32 households belong to pardhi
community. Champa has 402 tribal populations, in
which 26 are belong to pardhi community. The
pardhis of Chindhi are mainly employed in their
traditional occupation as they receive a huge forest
aRound their village, though Forest Act is not
permitted them to behave thus. Besides that, they are
engaging in begging and illicit liquor trading. The
pardhis of Champa are mainly engaged in illicit
liquor trading and begging. The pardhis of Champa
sell their liquor in nearby Nagpur and women are
engaged in the transport of liquor. As per police
records, the pardhis of both villages are engaged in
felonious activities, though the pardhis are denying it
by stating that this is the traditional livelihood for
them. Most of the pardhi boys and girls are on school
record, but they are not going to school and thus, the
ratio of school dropout is much higher for this
community. Within this population, 37 pardhi girls
are regular students, and hence, this population in
occupied in this study.

Discussion: - Pardhi community has been living
in outskirt of village area which is called ‘Pardhi-
Beda’ in Chindhi (Chak) village and ‘Pardhi-Pada’
in Champa village. Though, they are nomadic, but
now they stabled in these villages from the last
twenty years, as Mahadeo (name change), the 50
years old, Pardhi told. He further explained, now,
they are engaged in illicit liquor trade in both
villages, as they don't have land or other occupational
skills. Whole family engages in this illegal
occupation and thus, most of the adults, both men
and women have been experienced the police
custody at least once in the six-month. Baburao, 30,
provide his experience that after 17-18 years, most of
the youngsters show their courage to face the police
and run this business as this is the sole sustenance for

them. In many Pardhi families, women are engaged
in liquor production, and in Champa, women are
taking responsibility of transportation of liquor too.
In such environment, now, pardhis are starting to call
for education after contact with some Dalit activists
who are working with them. But schooling is not an
easy undertaking for them, particularly for female
children, as they don't have much access to non-
pardhi community and, hence, they know very little
about the outside world as well as language which
used in the local terminology. Pardhi has their own
dialect which is a blending of Khandesi, Marathi, and
Gujarati language. Thus, the problem of learning
starts from the problem of discernment of the
textbook, as their own parlance, their knowledge-
words, and their village (non-pardhi community, who
speak Marathi) language is differing from each other.
As Sushma, the 3rd standard student told,

I speak my pardhi-language in my home and
beda. I don't completely understand what my
classmates speak when they speak in ‘their’ Marathi.
Even though these girls, not much speak with me and
when I ask that what they are saying, they laugh at
my words, teasing me,; simply not explain anything to
me... (With a pause) I don't understand when my
teacher teaches us..... 1 understand much more
now... but when I was in the first standard, I was
only looking to the expression of my teacher.

This is not the unique experience of Sushma, but
most of the girls (even boys too) have the same
experience. Varsha, the Sixth standard student, and
cousin of Sushma explained her experience of fourth
standard. She said, ‘when I was in fourth, my teacher
asked me a question in an oral examination. Though
the answer was easy, but I was answered as I forgot
the word. I know that word in my pardhi language
which I utter, but my teacher was not understood.’
The experiences of the girls told us that due to
language, they do not much understand the texts
which teach in their schools. High-caste village girls
are avoiding friendship with these pardhi girls due to
their family’s criminal background, and thus, they
are enclosed in their ghettos. Communication with
village girls is the only opportunity of developing
their Marathi which they have. The Zilla Parishad
School teachers know Marathi language and it is the
teaching language of these schools. So, they have
been assessed disability, which become the hurdle of
their school learning. Though, they are trying to get
an education with hard work. The debate in
education, ‘Age or Stage?’ is important as Pardhi
girls are in the class as their age permit, but stage is
remain behind that (Brown and others, 1996).

The socio-cultural issues are significant for their
schooling; as their Beda or Pada’s environment is
contradict to their study. Nita, 15, elaborates her
family conditions in a dispirited voice,
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.An the evening, my father, and sometimes mother
too are in drunken conditions. Even though most of
the elders are near-about in such drunken condition.
Thus they are quarrelling or shouting or talking
unnecessarily. Sometimes, they told us screw works ,
when we are doing our homework or study. If I do
not listen to them, they begin to beat, especially my
father scolding me.

Evening time was study time for them, but
evening time is drinking time for their elders. Very
few girls told that their parents are motivating them
for study. A girl from Champa told that her father
told her to study after taking alcohol and he gives at
least an hour talk on the importance of study in such
condition. Mostly primary level school girls said that
they are mostly playing with their friends at evening
time and sometimes they manage their homework or
study. But middle school girls, who get interest after
reaching that stage, complaining that most of the
time, their family conditions are not favorable to
study. Nirmala 8" standard student of Champa said
that-

In our Mohalla, no one is bothering about our
study, not even our parents are bothered. My father
is much more conscious about my education and
tries to give support. But our neighbors never
pRovide any kind of support. Last year, at my
examination time, my neighbor played his radio very
loudly and after quarreling on that issue, he came
after drinking and began to shout.

Shobha told that police came to my place every
week as my parents are produce Mahua liquor, I
don’t know why, but I feel really spoiled. When they
come, my father says to run to a neighbour’s house.
Once, when [ was in second or third standard, I saw,
they were speaking with harsh language with my
father and mother, once I saw that they were beating
him severely. .... (Pause) I feel much disturbed
whenever they get to my home. I am not doing study
or homework when they come to my place.

Researcher found that this community, many
families have not much interest in education of their
children as they not have any relevance to their
occupation and skills as easily as they are gratified
with their livelihood and not desire change in it. Very
few Pardhis desires for change in it and so, they have
deep concern about the education. Shobha added that
the issue of education is the subject of jokes in their
community. Neighbors and fellow community
persons are teasing with her aside stating that today
she moves to get an officer after education,
especially those peer-group members who are not
studying in schools and womenfolk. Even though the
non-Pardhi villagers are also teasing them, which
affects to their morals. She added that her one junior
girl leaves school due to such teasing words of her
own grandmother.

The classmates are maintaining distance from
these pardhi-girls. Labelling as the criminal to this
community has restricted them to assimilate with
other community girls. High-caste and somewhere
Dalit girls too, not allowed them to the inside of their
house. Shobha and Manisha told in the same part,

We were going for begging at a village when we
are in the first and second standard. Now days too,
small male children and girls are begging at the
village. Whenever police take to our parents in their
custody, we don't have another option other than
begging at the village. Tanu added, ‘Once, I was
begging at my classmate’s home when I was in
second standard. My grandmother sends me in the
village when my father and mother went to some
other village for some days. At that time, I didn't feel
a lot worse when he serves food to me. Only today, 1
feel a lot worse when he taunts me by saying
‘bhikari’ (beggar). So, I feel much shy of going to a
village at my classmates’ houses.’

These narratives are indicating the both sides of
their social relationship with their classmates,
especially with girls. Data reveals that pardhi girls
have a very restricted relationship with their female
as well as male classmates due to labeling them as
beggars or thieves. Their classmates restricted their
entry into their homes as classmates’ families have
no reliance upon them, due to the past of pardhi
community. High-caste girls felt self-disrespect if
they have relations with pardhi girls and so, these
high-caste girls do not want to keep up relationship
with pardhi girls. Tanu added,

‘We have lots of troubles with our study. In
school, teachers admit us in next class due to
regulations. I narrate you the damn truth that I don’t
possess any knowledge of my previous year and this
current year as well. Whatever teachers are
teaching, I do not interpret it altogether as I possess
a language problem....... And I am not studying
much in my house. If I inquire to my other
classmates, they don't tell me anything. I have two
pardhi classmates, but his and her circumstance and
problems are not different than me.’

They have study related problems, but they asked
to their teachers, nor have access to classmates of
community members and not found any reason to ask
their own community members. Most of the girl
students have not educated family background as
well have not recorded their much interest in the
study. They are just getting education as they are
admitted to school. They have an inferiority
complex, which restricted them in various fields as
well. They are not participating in sports activities
and other cultural activities. A girl (not tell her name)
who is reading in sixth standard told that she wanted
to take part in an elocution competition, merely due
to the language problem and; after the notion that
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other students would be laughing at her, she didn't
take part in this contest. But another girl dares to
participate in the essay competition without care the
language. She clears that whatever they would check,
they check it after the competition, and so, no one
can laugh at me. In a school system, these pardhi
girls are throwing to the fringe.

Their instruction is likewise affected by their
health matters besides. After starting menstrual
period, the intensity of absenteeism increases as they
not have proper consciousness regarding hygiene and
they consider it as desecrated. In both schools, the
higher primary teachers are mainly male teachers and
these students cannot share their health matters with
them. Teachers also not take cognizance of these
pardhi students. An assistant teacher said that these
pardhi girls are not interested in learning and they
come for midday meals. In a reply to a question, he
added that what they could do after education. The
teachers’ attitudes also are not supportive to them.
Archana told us that no one teacher can ask about
their absence in class, leaving some exceptional
cases. From their childhood, they are accustomed to
eat frowsty food which they get as alms. Then, after
the menstrual period, they feel weak, as Archana
told. She told that most of the poor girls in villages
(including non-pardhi girls) are not going to school
in those days. When her neighbor (a sixth standard
girl) was not going to school nearby one month due
to illness, but teacher not ask her about her absentee.
In this one month she lost her much more syllabus as
well as interest in education, and afterward due to
reluctance about schooling, she left the school. It
implies that, in the school system, missing
motivating mechanism not only discourage to girl
students, but it responsible for their drop out from
school.

Bread and butter are another
absenteeism for them. Asha stated calmly,

When my father is detained by police in a police
station or go to jail or he is absconding, we have
been in trouble. If he is absconding, police are
getting every day. But in due time, my family has
many troubles.. Like, we don't have food, nor money
and shopkeeper are not adding the grocery. Students
are taunting us. Thus, I spend my most the time to
help my mother and sis. I go to a nearby town with
my mother for searching a job or something... Small
children are going at a village for begging or getting
some alms.

This is not the only story, but researcher found
many such accounts from these girls. Girls (boys too)
leave the schools for begging or going outside the
village for helping to their mothers. The matter of
livelihood is much more important than schooling.
The midday meal program helps them to survive. It
attracts primary students, so the absenteeism within

cause of

primary school kids is a rare phenomenon. But
middle school youngsters are grown labor for their
household and family expect some assistance in
earning from them. Thus, the absenteeism is a
normal phenomenon in 7th to 8th standard girls, as
teachers admit. A non-school going girl and a friend
of Asha added her version that her mother compelled
her to proceed with her work when she was in
seventh, two years ago. Though, once, she was not
going with her mother, her father beat her and
prohibited to going to school. The matters of
livelihood restricted them for schooling as they don't
deliver a steady income generating livelihood as well
as the habits of alcoholism of parents. In the study,
Boys and Their Schooling, John Whelen takes the
position that every gender has some different
problems, experiences, and issues and thus, they
need some different attentions. Though, his writing
challenging to feminist perspective, but his
conclusions is not different than feminists. Within a
same gender, we have different identities, for
example, poor, black, etc., which play different roles
in our constructions within school (Whelen, 2011). In
the case of these pardhi-girls, these identities play a
vital role in their schooling. Becoming a pardhi is
differs them from others, in their economic as well as
socio-cultural aspects, rise up as an impediment in
their learning or schooling within school or outside
school premises.

Sharmila, an eighth standard girl of Chindhi and
Niraja, who is also an eighth standard girl, along with
a seventh standard girl, complaining regarding the
improper conduct of fellow boys which give them
shameful experience of school. The words of
Sharmila explain the attitude of fellow boys toward
them. She stated,

A group of male children of higher class was
riding me when my father was in police hands. They
regarded me as a soft target (her word.. They saw me
a female goat). They always abused me by sexual
remarks. I told to my cousin and after threatening by
my cousin they stop to taunting me. In one instance,
a fellow student pokes me and used abusive words
(she shy to repeat the words). When I resist, he
pronounced that ‘you’ girls are much xxxx..
And....... XXXXX .....Come with me in playing area. |
don't recite this to anyone, other than a lady teacher. I
don’t know, what she says to him, but he ceases to
act thus.

The experience of Nirja is nearby same and she
has faced molestation in school gathering. But
afterward, she manages herself emotionally (as she
said) and keep a distance from those boys, but not
complaint it to school authorities. These young
women don't tell these tales to their parents as they
suffer a fear that her parents can be forbidden them
from getting to school. This issue is important for
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them as these cases restricted them for
communication with boys and seeking a help for
their study. In a reply to a question, why they haven't
approached to their male classmates or schoolmates
for a help in the study, they recited these stories.

Max Weber, in his theory of bureaucracy,
established a concept of trained incapacity. This
concept is applicable to these girls; as they are
remain incapable after schooling. The language of
learning is differing than their dialect which becomes
a buffer for understanding and creates interest in the
learning process. The limited contacts or
communications with the village community, not
only framed them in their own circle, but it denied
the access of help in study, developing their language
ability as well as the sphere of cognition and
knowledge. The socio-cultural as well as poor
economic conditions demoralized them and
discourage them from study and schooling. The
health and social issues, like remarks of fellow
students, are disappointed to them. These issues are
replicated into absenteeism, school drop-out and
incompetency of these girls. The school does not
solve the purpose of schooling, at least for them.

Conclusion: - The education system, which is
framed for civil society is not accommodative for
Pardhi girls. Though, the phase-pardhi tribe does not
have the history of schooling as they lived nomadic
life. They are excluded from mainstream society for
several centuries and thus, they are remaining
alienated from knowledge producing school industry.
So, they do not have the culture of schooling as they
never required it as a basic condition for their
livelihood. In this context, the girls of this
community are going to school for acquiring
knowledge. But adverse socio-cultural and economic
conditions throw them away from the competition
and they are known as midday meal sickers and
back-benchers. The school system is failing to
include them in mainstream society; rather these girls
are travelling from one marginality to marginality.
Where civil society enters into the globalized

competitive world, these girls are just entering into
the world of schooling and thus, the huge gap
between mainstream society’s student and pardhi
student is emanating non-filling gap, which is
widening day by day.

In the study of School Kids/Street Kids: Indentity
Development in Latino Students, Nilda Flores-
Gonzalez commented that ‘Although reform efforts
are constrained by the school system, schools can
still do much to help students become school kids.
As the experiences of the kids presented in this book
shows, schools are accomplices in a system that
thrives on producing inequality. Why would schools
provide such disparate opportunities to students? My
research points to macro-level mandates that
imposed equal standards and rigid measures of
success on schools with different social realities.
Those who believe that there is a magic formula that
will work wonders on all schools are probably not
familiar with the diversity of our public schools. To
produce effective change, we need first to tune in to
the students’ needs, leave behind prejudices and
stereotypes that confine students to narrow roles, and
truly open opportunities to all students regardless of
our personal likes and dislikes’ (Flores-Gonzalezz,
2002). This comment is also applicable to pardhi
girls.
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Varna system is an integrated and intrinsic
component of Indian society. It is social
stratification, which has been prevalent and an
inevitable part of Indian community for ages.
Racism, where people are discriminated on the basis
of skin colour is seen in many parts of the world.
Whereas in India, people get a label of caste in
accordance with his/her birth. The status as per social
hierarchy is fixed depending upon the caste into
which s/he is born. The facilities, privileges and
opportunities, one enjoys is mostly determined by
one's caste, therefore caste system proves beneficial/
hindrance to the development of the people and
subsequently, to the nation.

In Hindu religion, four varnas, exist. The castes
are grouped under varnas. The Brahmins are at the
top of hierarchy and are privileged to perform
religious rituals. Their occupation is to acquire
knowledge and scholarship. The next in the hierarchy
are Kshatriyas, whose responsibility is to protect the
land. They are political heads. Following them on
rung are Vaishyas, who are merchants. The last in the
hierarchy are Sudras, who are servants, labours,
artisans, or peasants. These people cultivate land and
do farming. There are also the untouchables, who are
nowhere on the Varna pyramid, and nevertheless, are
also a part of Hindu religion. They are known as the
outcaste. These outcastes are not at all privileged and
have to perform the work of menial nature like
skinning dead animals, scavenging, sweeping, etc.
The outcastes do not fall in the ranked castes. Their
mere touch is considered contaminating; their
colonies are at the outskirts of the settlements. Dr. B.
R. Ambedkar believed that untouchability has existed
at least as far back as 400 CE (Ambedkar). Their
settlements, colonies are away from the main area of
the settlements, and are full of dirt, are filthy,
squalid, and lack even minimum facilities and
amenities.

Untouchable, a novella, as it is small in size
delineates a day of the protagonist Bakha.

In Untouchable, at the onset, in the very
beginning, the life of the outcastes, full in filth and
dirt, is narrated. The author brings before us true

picture and very pathetic, disgusting, and wretched
conditions of the colony wherein the outcastes
inhabit:

The outcastes' colony was a group of mud-walled
houses that clustered together in two rows, under the
shadow both of the town and the cantonment, but
outside their boundaries and separate from them.
There lived scavangers, the leather-workers, the
washermen, the barbers, the water-carriers, the grass-
cutters, and other outcastes from Hindu society. A
brook ran near the lane, once with crystal - clear
water, now soiled by the dirt and filth of the public
latrines situated about it, the odour of the hides and
skins of dead carcasses left to dry on its banks, the
dung of donkeys, sheep, horses, cows and buffaloes
heaped up to be made into fuel cakes, and the biting,
choking, pungent fumes that oozed from its sides.
The absence of a drainage system had, through rains
of various seasons, made of the quarter a marsh
which gave out the most offensive stink. And
altogether the ramparts of human and animal refuge
that lay on the outskirts of this little colony, and the
ugliness, the squalor and the misery which lay within
it, made it an 'uncongenial' place to live in. (9)

No matter hard work he does, cumbersome task
he performs and laborious work he puts in, Bakha is
destined to receive insults and disdain from all
quarters. His honest behaviour, sincerity, diligence
are despised by all and sundry. He does not receive
respect from home, nor from outside. “‘Are you up?
Get up, you illegally begotten! Came his father's
shouts again and stirred the boy to a feeling of
despair." (13) He is greeted with such an abusive
language while waking. In a very cold atmosphere of
early morning Bakha wants to doze off again. People
come to latrine, and shout: “Oh, Bakhya! Oh,
Bakhya! Oh, you scoundrel of a sweeper's son! Come
and clear a latrine for me! Someone shouted from
without." (13) Another man would shout “Why aren't
the latrines clean, you rogue of a Bakha! There is not
one fit to go near! I have walked all rounds! Do you
know you are responsible for my piles? I caught the
contagion sitting on one of those unclean latrines!"
(14)
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The outcastes have no well of their own in the
outcaste colony, simply because they have no enough
money to dig one's own well. They cannot mount the
platform of the well, because if they draw water from
the well the water will get contaminated. They have
to live on mercy of the passersby for water. Literally,
they have to beg to satisfy the natural need- water. If
at all, after a long wait a passerby takes pity on the
untouchable, their pitchers are filled: " ' Oh, Maharaj
! Maharaj! Won't you draw us some water, please?
We beg you. We have been waiting here a long time,
we will be grateful, shouted the chorus of voices as
they pressed towards him, some standing up,
bending, and joining their palms in beggary, others
twisting their lips in various attitudes of servile
appeal and abject humility as they remained seated."
(23) The sweeper caste is considered to be on the
lowest step of the ladder of caste system among
outcastes. Therefore, the condition of the sweeper
caste- Bhangi is very wretched, miserable, and
pathetic. The other members of outcaste fraternity
look down upon them. " . . . [Gulabo] who thought
herself superior to every other outcaste, first because
she claimed a high place in the hierarchy of the
castes among the low castes .. . " (21)

The doors of knowledge are shut to the sweepers.
Even if they manage to go to school, the parents of
the fellow students will not tolerate their presence as
their children would get contaminated by a touch of
an untouchable. Even school teacher will not allow
it, as the books will be polluted by their touch, which
they cannot see happen: " , , , The masters would not
teach the outcastes lest their fingers which guided
students' across text should touch the leaves of the
outcastes' books and they be polluted. " (33) It is fact
that if one wants to reach prestigious position or job;
he has to study, to go to school. "His uncle at the
British barrack had told him when he first expressed
the wish to be a sahib that he would have to go to
school if he wanted to be one." (33) Besides, social
norms and understanding are such deeply ingrained
that even the parents of the outcastes are reluctant to
send children to school. They feel that they are born
as sweepers, they are ordained to work as sweepers,
school is not meant for them. Bakha wept and made a
scene for going to school: "But then his father had
told him that schools were meant for babus”. (33)
Later still, he realized that there was no school which
would admit him because the parents of the other
children would not allow their children to be
contaminated by the touch of the low caste man's
son. Nevertheless, the thirst of knowledge for Bakha
was so intense that he wanted to quench it anyhow.
He implored Babu's son to teach him: “I will pay you
an anna per lesson.” (34)

Bakha wanted to have a puff. He went to a shop,
balanced on a little cane stool. With great humility,

he, joining his hands humbly requested for cigarettes
and asked him where he could put the coin. The
shopkeeper indicated a spot on the board near him.
Bakha put his anna there. The betel-leaf shopkeeper
purified it by sprinkling water over it and later picked
up the nickel coin. Anand delineated the process and
whole episode at length, bringing out a simile of
Bakha's life with that of a dog:

The shopkeeper pointed to a spot on the board
near him. Bakha put his anna there. The betel-leaf
seller dashed some water over it from the jug with
which he sprinkled the board leaves now and again.
Having thus purified it he picked up the nickel piece
and threw it into the counter. Then he flung a packet
of 'Red Lamp' cigarettes at Bakha, as a butcher might
throw a bone to an insistent dog sniffing round the
corner of his shop. (35)

The same cameo was encored, when Bakha was
buying jalebis from a sweet shop. The confectioner
weighed it swiftly, obviously, to deceive Bakha, the
buyer: The alacrity with which he lifted the little
string attached to the middle of the rod, balanced the
scales for the shortest possible space of time and
threw the sweets into a piece torn off an old Daily
Mail, was an amazing as it was baffling to poor
Bakha, who knew he had been cheated, but dared not
complained. (38)

Bakha knew that a subaltern has no voice; he
ought to endure atrocities and injustice done to him
mutely. Already the outcastes are poor. The rich, the
well off siphon off money from them, pushing them
deep into the abyss of poverty.

'Keep to the side of the road, you low-caste
vermin!' he suddenly heard someone shouting at him.
'Why don't you call, you swine, heard someone
shouting at him. 'Why don't you call, you swine, and
announce your approach! Do you know you have
touched me and defiled me, you cockeyed son of a
bow-legged scorpion! Now I will have to go and take
a bath to purify myself. And it was a new dhoti and
shirt I put on this morning!' (39)

Bakha, while un-self-consciously walking along
the road, dashed into a man. The man was raucously
annoyed. He started vomiting abuses at him. In no
time, onlookers congregated. Bakha was apologizing,
but who listen? There was salvo from all sides.
Bakh's eyes welled up. He was about to burst into
tears. None was ready to sympathize with him. The
man slapped him on the cheek. His turban fell on the
road. The passing children remained no behind,
availed themselves of chance, hurled accuses and
abuses at Bakha. All were humiliating him. A
passing tonga-wallah Muhammadan came to his
rescue, consoled him: " 'Leave him, never mind, let
him go, come along, and tie your turban . . .” (42)
and Bakha came out of precarious state, and he
moved ahead. Bakha reflects and broods:
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They don't mind touching us, the Muhammadans
and the sahibs. It is only the Hindus, and the
outcastes who are not sweepers. For them I am a
sweeper, sweeper-untouchable! Untouchable!
Untouchable! That's the word! Untouchable! I am an
Untouchable!' (43)

Accepting his lot he sauntered giving out warning
words to announce his approach. ‘“Posh, posh,
sweeper coming! The undertone, 'Untouchable,
Untouchable, ' was in his heart; the warning shout,
'Posh, posh, sweeper [italics by the author] coming!
Was in his mouth," (44)

Exploring his way, shirking and avoiding jostling
with the people on the street, he reached the temple
to perform his obligation to clean the temple
premises. Recitation of Morning Prayer was in
progress. Enthralled by the hymns and holy
atmosphere, he longed to enter the sanctum
sanctorum. He was marveled and mesmerized by the
deities inside the temple. He wanted to sneak into
inside. Nevertheless, he at once became self-
conscious. It came to is mind that being an
untouchable his entry into the sanctum sanctorum is
forbidden. His mere touch may pollute the deities.
The feeling of 'being social outcaste' has been
instilled in him. He doesn't dare go inside. Mulk Raj
Anand explicates: But he soon lost his grace in the
low stoop which the dead weight of years of habitual
bending cast on him. He became the humble,
oppressed underdog that he was by birth, afraid of
everything, creeping slowly up, in a curiously
hesitant, cringing movement. After he had mounted
the first two steps, he stood completely demoralized
with fear and retreated to the place from which he
had started. (48)

Soon cry disturbed him and brought out him from
entrance. The priest came out shouting - "Polluted,
polluted, polluted, following him came Sohini. There
was commotion. All felt having been polluted by the
touch of the outcastes. Irony was that all put blame
on these poor fellows. On the way home, Sohini told
her brother”, 'That man, that man,' she said, 'that man
made suggestions to me, when I was cleaning the
lavatory of his house there. And when I screamed, he
came out shouting that he had been defiled." (51)
When Sohini did not respond to his advances, he
accused her and furthered the cause of defilement by
her. At present also we read and hear many such
incidents. When downtrodden do not give in to their
amorous advances, they are tormented. Many times,
they are made to walk naked on streets. We find little
change in social approach regarding untouchable. It
is worthwhile to cite an instance here: "A 38 year old
Dalit woman was attacked and paraded naked”.
(Parade) Bakha clenches his feast, wishes to take
revenge. However, he soon gives in: ““No, no come
back. Let's go away." called Sohini after him (52)

"He was cowed back. . . . He bent his head low. His
eyes were dimmed. His clenched fist relaxed and fell
loosely.” (52-53) the humbug, so called high caste
pious people! Mulk Raj Anand well exposed their
hypocrisy. These people can accept untouchable
women for satisfying lust; however, their touch is
pooh-poohed.

The outcastes have to rely on benevolence of the
high castes. The outcaste people labour for them, in
return, the high caste care for their food. But this
procedure is not always dignified. The outcastes have
to beg for food, and the high castes take pity on them
and fling food at them: " 'Bread for the sweeper,
mother, Bread for the sweeper, ' he called.” (56)The
high castes are not always lenient. Bakha called for
bread sans response. He dozed off. Some Sadhus
came for alms. : " 'Bham, bham, bhole Nath,’ cried
the sadhu in the peculiar lingo of sadhuhood. " (59)
Hearing their voice, the land lady came down to give
them fresh delicious food. To the share of diligent
Bakha, a hardworking sweeper, there is no food;
there are only abuses and scorns. :" "You eater of
your masters, 'she shouted, 'may the vessel of your
life may never float in the sea of existence! May you
perish and die! You have defiled my house! Go! Get
up, get up!" (59) She ordered him to do a piece of
work. She asked her son to defecate in open. And
asked Bakha to clean it. She went up forgetting to
give him bread. She threw it from the top floor which
fell on the road in dirt. Bakha, the sweeper had to
collect it from the dirt, and took it home.

Feeling buoyant in heart on receiving a new
hockey stick and respectful treatment From Havildar
Charat Singh, Bakha was soaring high in the air,
played extremely well and scored a goal in the
beginning itself, which the opposite team did not
relish, and raised a squabble. The gaily match was
supplanted by free play of abuse exchange and stone
pelting. A stone hit a small boy present on the ground
and watching the match. Bakha held him on the
hands and reached him home. Before he opened his
mouth to narrate the episode the mother of the boy
greeted him with swears: " 'you eater of your
masters, you dirty sweeper! She shouted. What you
have done to my son?' " (94) Even when, the elder
brother intervened, : "Mother, mother, what are you
saying? 'It was not he. He did not wound him. It was
the washer woman's son, Ram Charan.' " (94) she
was not placated. Instead of feeling grateful towards
Bakha, she rebuked him: “‘get away. Get away, you
eater of your masters! She shouted at him. 'May you
die? . . ."'." (94) Do whatever good, the omens;
curses are stored for Bakha in his fate, thanks to his
birth in the family of sweepers, an outcaste.
Sympathy, a word of compassion for which he
desperately yearned never came to him.
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Utterly dejected, broken and crest fallen, Bakha
was morosely napping beneath a tree. Seeing his
sullen look Colonel Hutchinson, chief of the local
Salvation Army showed sympathy for him. Totally
astounded by an Englishman, beckoned by him,
Bakha followed him. The Englishman was wooing
him, urging him to accept Christianity. The man
became rapt in his devotional song: “‘O Calvary! O
Calvary! / It was for me that Jesus died/ On the cross
of Calvary!' “(105) The preaching 'we are all sinners,
he died so that we are pardoned' went overhead for
Bakha, although 'He sacrificed Himself to help us all;
for the rich and the poor ; Brahmin and the Bhangi'
appealed to him. However, on hearing his wife's
reprimand " . . . you go missing about with all those
dirty bhangis and chamars' made Bakha took to the
heels.

Be it an Englishman or anyone else, all look
down upon the untouchable with disdain Bakha
understood well. All around there was bitter reproach
served for him. Being an outcaste, an untouchable, he
was not to get empathy or sympathetic treatment.

Bakha had to undergo hardship and atrocities
committed by the so called upper caste people. He
faces insults despite having a good look, features and
talent. Regarding his well built constitution, E.M.
Forster lauds him. Portrayal of the fictional character
Bakha is so realistic and life likes that Forster, in
praise comments:

Bakha is a real individual, lovable, thwarted,
sometimes grand, sometimes weak, and thoroughly
Indian. Even his physique is distinctive; we can
recognize his broad intelligent face, graceful torso
and heavy buttocks, as he does his nasty jobs, or
stumps out in artillery boots in hopes of a pleasant
walk through the city with a paper of cheap sweets in
his hand. (6)

Mulk Raj Anand compliments:

Bakha was hardworking, dexterious and looked
intelligent. People were impressed: 'What a dexterous
workman! The onlooker would have said. And
though his job was dirt he remained comparatively
clean. He didn't even soil his sleeves, handling the
commodes, sweeping and scrubbing them. 'A bit
superior to his job, 'they always said, 'not the kind of
man who ought to be doing this." For he looked
intelligent, even sensitive, with a sort of dignity that
does not belong to the ordinary scavenger, who is as
a rule uncouth and unclean.' (14) Untouchable has a
well- knit structure. Treatment meted out to Bakha

was  harsh. Bakha represents untouchable
community. He 1is microcosm that represents
macrocosm of untouchable : It is found,

"Untouchable, like Coolie in the words of Edwin

Muir is a "character" novel where macrocosm is
reflected in  the microcosm of Bakha's
consciousness." (Edwin Muir 87)

Undoubtedly, the novel has a few heartening
episodes. There are scenes of good gesture like
giving a new brand hockey stick on the part of upper
caste people, and the Tommies treated him like
human being. But they are a few good wills like oasis
in the vast desert of acrimony.

Mahatma Gandhi prick ears of untouchable,
accuses them of filthy and unhygienic living, hence
they are somewhat responsible for their fate: "They
have, therefore to purify their lives. They should
cultivate the habits of cleanliness . . . They have to
rid themselves of evil habit, like drinking liquor and
eating carrion." (121) However, the present
researcher wishes to raise question as to who pushed
them to this stage? Really, as Dr Ambedkar avers
"Untouchability shuts all doors of opportunities for
betterment in life for Untouchables." (Ambedkar,
qtd.in Keer 92)

Regarding authenticity of the subject- matter of
the book, E. M. Forster in preface to Untouchable
commented:

Untouchable could only have been written by an
Indian, and by an Indian who observed from the
outside. No European, however sympathetic, could
have created the character of Bakha, because he
would not have known about his troubles. And no
Untouchable could have written the book, because he
would have been involved in indignation and self-
pity. (6)

Truly, Mulk Raj Anand has wrought novel
portraying it authentically.. In a real sense, the novel
is a mirror to Indian society.
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Abstract: If any great person leaves public life for any reason, only those thoughts of that person are left
behind and even these thoughts can be limited to that particular period. But, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's
thoughts and deeds are an exception. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar is an unusual, multi-faceted personality.
Babasaheb's views on equality, fraternity, democracy, freedom, global economy, and politics are still relevant
today. His work is just as effective and invigorating today. Dr. Babasaheb wanted to create a self-respecting
modern society that embraced the human values of equality, freedom, and brotherhood through education.
Knowing that education is an effective weapon for social change, he always addressed the society
saying”,’Education is the milk of Waghini. The man who drinks it will not live without grumbling ", "So
everyone learns, unite, and fight because without education and learning, it is not possible to save oneself and
the society by choice. For that, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar brought great social, religious, economic, educational
and transformation in India by carrying out various social works for the progress of the Dalit, exploited Bahujan
community by enduring great hardships and humiliations. It has also tried to develop the Dalit community
holistically by giving them new philosophies and new ideas. In that connection, in the research essay presented

by Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's educational ideas have been shed a little light.
Key Word: Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, Education, Dalit, Society.

Introduction:- Barrister Dr. Bhimrao Ambedkar
means Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar is an extraordinary,
supernatural, studious, thoughtful, self-respecting,
knowledgeable, a good user of knowledge for the
public good, a public hero, a fearless enemy of
injustice, a friend of humanity, a social reformer, a
reformer of the neglected, a savior of the dalits,
Strong supporter of fighting, staunch politician,
freedom He is a staunch supporter of the values of
equality and fraternity, a great architect of the
Constitution, a thinker, an effective speaker, a
regular reader and collector of various texts, a
grateful, outspoken, multilingual journalist and a
multilingual  journalist. Adorned with ornate
ornaments it is a multifaceted personality that
inspires the whole world.

In the time of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, the
social life, religious life, educational status, and
political situation of Dalits were very heterogeneous
and enslaved. Also, the Dalit class had to be treated
as a slave in the society, their touch was being
avoided, access to the temple, education was
restricted, they had to endure constant insults for
various reasons, and so the exploitation of the Dalit
class was increasing. So this society was seen to be
ignorant, dark, useless, and illiterate. This state of the
exploited class. Babasaheb had experienced this
many times, so he decided that the exploitation of the
society must stop, freedom, equality, fraternity
should be established, and the whole society should
be free from exploitation. Various such initiatives for
classroom education He constantly fought for their
lives, regardless of their own lives, and freed the
society from this oppressive exploitation. It also
rewarded equality, freedom through social justice.

Dr. Ambedkar's family background: - Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar was born on April 14. He was

born in 1891 in the village of Mhow in the Indore
district of Madhya Pradesh. When Ambedkar was
born, his father was a Subhedar in the Indian Army
and was posted at Indore. He was the 14th child of
father Subhedar Ramji Sakpal and mother Bhimabai
Murbadkar. Being the youngest member of his
family, he was loved by all. Bhima, Bhim, Bhiva,
Bhimrao, Bhimraj, Baba, Babasaheb were known in
the society by various names. Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar's first marriage was to Ramabai in 1906.
They had a son and named him Yashwant. A few
years later, in 1935, Ramabai died of a long illness.

After that, Dr. Ambedkar also suffered from a
number of ailments which made him unable to sleep
at night, always had leg pain, and had to take insulin
due to his diabetes. When he went to Mumbai for
treatment, he first met Sharda Kabir, a doctor from a
Brahmin community. The couple then decided to get
married and in 1948 they got married. After
marriage, Dr. Sharda changed her name to Savita
Ambedkar. During the years 1954-1955, Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar was very worried about his
physical condition. Many ailments, such as diabetes,
blurred vision, and other ailments made his health
worse. He breathed his last on December 6, 1956 at
his home in Delhi. Because he converted to
Buddhism, he was cremated in the same way as that
religion. A huge crowd had gathered to pay their last
respects and attend the funeral procession.
Babasaheb Ambedkar's work for the upliftment of
Dalits, his contribution to the society, and his
memorial was erected in his honor. His birthday is
celebrated on 14th April as Ambedkar Jayanti. This
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Jayanti is also called Bhim Jayanti. On this day, he is
remembered for his invaluable contribution to the
country. Bharat Ratna Dr. Bhimrao Ambedkar in his
65 years of life made invaluable contribution to the
nation building by doing many works in different
fields including social, economic, political,
educational, religious, historical, cultural, literary,
industrial, and constitutional.

Educational background of Dr. Ambedkar: -
Babasaheb was interested in studies from his
childhood and he was a student of smart and very
sharp intellect so he succeeded in every exam with
good marks. Due to his intellect and hard work, he
studied at Elphinstone College, Mumbai and in
January 1913 he completed his B.A. Passed the exam
of, Double M.A. in 1915. In 1917. Ph.D. In 1921,
M.Sc. Bar-at-Law, 1922 In 1923, D.Sc. In 1952,
L.L.D. In 1953, a total of 32 degrees, including
D.Litt. Edited by Babasaheb Ambedkar. Even if we
look at the degrees that Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar has
achieved in his academic journey, Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar's immense world-class scholarship is
noticeable, he had to struggle a lot to get the above
higher education, but he overcame all the difficult
circumstances, got higher education and proved
himself to the world.

Looking at Dr. Babasaheb's immense craving for
knowledge, his diverse pursuits in reading,
contemplation, writing and oratory, one cannot find
such a brilliant man like him. That is why Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar is the only knower. All his
research writings have been acclaimed globally. It
also shows that the whole universe has inherited their
desire for knowledge. Babasaheb's language of
learning was mainly English. He was fluent in
French, German, Persian, Pali, Hindi, Gujarati and
Marathi. He also had a good grasp on economics,
sociology, history, theology, anthropology. He made
great contributions in the social, political, economic,
cultural, and educational spheres of India, which is
why he is also called the creator of modern India.
The world-renowned Columbia University in the
United States Babasaheb Ambedkar was honored
along with 100 other scholars of the world. Also, Dr.
Bhimrao Ambedkar drafted the Constitution of India
based on equality, equality, brotherhood, and
humanity with almost 2 years, 11 months and 17
days of untiring efforts on 26th November 1949 to
glorify Indian culture to all citizens of the country
with national unity, integrity, and self-respecting way
of life. Considering such diverse knowledge, skills
and social and educational work, the Government of
India posthumously awarded the Bharat Ratna to the
world in 1990 in recognition of its global
achievements.

Social Contribution of Dr. Ambedkar: - The
sculptor of the Indian Constitution and the first

justice minister of independent India, social
reformer, the inspiration of the Dalit movement and
the revivalist of Indian Buddhism, the great Bharat
Ratna Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's immense
intelligence, immense sacrifices for the society,
rights of Dalit community, Mahad's Satyagraha,
burning of Manusmriti, Temple Satyagraha, Farmers'
Cavari, Round Table Conference, Pune Agreement,
Independent Labor Party, Establishment of Excluded
Hitkarini Sabha, Dalit Education Establishment of
society, work for women, participation in freedom
struggle After publication of Ambedkar in his life.
Dr. Bhimrao Ambedkar sacrificed his entire life for
the upliftment of Dalits and the progress of the
backward classes in India. Therefore, as the savior of
Dalits, Dr. Ambedkar is famous. The full credit for
the place of Dalits in the society today goes to Dr.
Bhimrao Ambedkar.

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar is the driving force,
savior, and savior. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was a
true guide on the path of truth. He was strongly
opposed to corruption, injustice, tyranny, and
injustice. He was against caste discrimination. They
used to consider caste discrimination as a kid in the
society. It was always felt that the society would not
be united without destroying this social kid.
Babasaheb Ambedkar wanted to bring about change
in the society and he was sure that this work would
be done through newspapers so he turned to
newspapers. Newspapers like Mooknayak in 1920,
Exiled India in 1927 and Enlightened India and
Janata, Samata in 1930.

Instead of resorting to violence, he followed in the
footsteps of Mahatma Gandhi and started a full-
fledged movement for the rights of Dalits. The great
work of such a great man is the duty of social
commitment for the country and the society. Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar is a great gift to the world.

Academic work and contribution of Dr.
Ambedkar: - Dr. Ambedkar often felt that the
untouchables were deprived of education due to the
Indian caste system. So he got his higher education
from abroad through his own efforts and struggles.
Dr. Ambedkar gained a place in the opposite society
on the strength of his education. Dr. Ambedkar
considered education as a weapon and asserted that
education is a double standard. He made the society
aware of how their status has been degraded due to
lack of education. He struggled all his life to get
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higher education for boys and girls from poor and
Dalit communities. Without education, there is no
way out. He used to say that education without a
stone is an abuse of the weapon of education. We
learned that not everything happened. Education is
important. No doubt about it. But along with
education, man's character should also be improved.
Without it the cost of education is zero. Knowledge
is like a sword. Whether to use it or not depends on
the stone of the man. In the same way, knowing that
education is the way to progress in life, students
should study hard and become faithful leaders of the
society, said Dr. Ambedkar used to say. In that
connection, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar urged the
uneducated, neglected, Dalit untouchables in the
society to accept the importance of education.
Because they knew that education could make a
difference in our lives.

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was of the view that
denying education to an individual or a group is like
denying one's existence as a human being and killing
one's potential just like lack of knowledge is
detrimental to an individual and a society. As Dr.
Babasaheb says, ‘Being From the lowest strata of
Hindu society, I know the importance of education.
The question of upliftment of the lower society is
considered to be economic. But this is wrong.
Because uplifting the Dalit community in India does
not mean forcing them to serve the upper class as
before by providing them food, clothing and shelter.
The real goal of education is to eradicate the
inferiority complex created by the progress of the
lower classes and their enslavement to others. Higher
education is the only cure for all our social ills. This
was the real foundation of Babasaheb's educational
movement.

In 1920, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar passed a
resolution in the Council of Excluded Classes that
primary education for boys and girls should be made
compulsory and free as soon as possible. On how
important the spread of primary education is, he says,
the spread of primary education is a very important
issue nationally. In the present age in which the
Bahujan Samaj is illiterate. The life of such a country
does not want to endure in strife. The universal
spread of primary education is the foundation of the
building of all-round national progress. Two
important aspects of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's
approach to education come to the fore here. 1) There
should be no gender distinction for education. 2)
Universalization of education. Ambedkar has made it
compulsory and free in the constitution to ensure that
at least primary education is available to all. This
shows his broad approach to education. Also Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar founded the 'Excluded
Benefactors' Association'. On behalf of this
organization on January 4, at Solapur. Started a

hostel in 1925 and provided accommodation, food,
clothing and educational materials to Dalit and poor
students. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar donated Rs.
Granted a grant of Rs. 40,000 / -. The organization
also started a magazine called 'Saraswati Vilas' and a
free library. On June 14, 1928, Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar founded the Dalit Educational Institution.
The main objective of this organization was to
facilitate the secondary education of Dalits.
Babasaheb had received Rs 3 lakh from the pre-
independence government of India for backward
class students. As a result, many students received
scholarships. Babasaheb also appealed to the
Mumbai government to help the organization in
providing hostel facilities to Dalit students. Because
this institution was not able to take the responsibility
of secondary education. Therefore, on 8th October

for secondary school students. Also, the governor has
given Rs. Grant of Rs. 9000 / - was also sanctioned
to hostels for expenses. To provide higher education
to the lower middle class including the untouchables,
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar founded the People's
Education Society on July 8, 1945. On behalf of this
organization, Siddhartha College of Arts and Science
in Mumbai was started in 1946, Milind College in
Aurangabad in 1950, Siddhartha College of
Commerce and Economics in Mumbai in 1953 and
Siddhartha Law College in Mumbai in 1956. This
shows his broad outlook on education. It is clear
from the study of the struggle and work done by Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar towards the above society that
education gave a status of honor to the society which
was considered untouchable in the Indian society.

Conclusion: - Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar has
done an effective job of creating awareness among
the ignorant, illiterate, caste-ridden, superstitious,
stereotyped and tradition-ridden and socially,
economically and religiously exploited society by
educating them on the importance of education.

The Epidemic of every Century: - The
epidemic or pandemic as described by the scientists
is the widespread occurrences of disease, in excess of
what might normally be expected in a geographical
region. Cholera, Bubonic plague, small pox,
influenza are some of the most brutal killers in
human history. And outbreaks of these diseases

across international borders are properly defined as
pandemic.

Great Plague of Marseille: 1720-23 - According
to records, the great plague of Marseille started when
a ship called Grand-Saint-Antoine docked in
Marseille, France carrying a cargo of goods from
eastern Mediterranean. Although the ship was
quarantined, plague still got into the city likely
through fleas on plague infected rodents. It spread
over the next three years; as many as 100,000 people
may have died. Same is the case of Russian plague of
1770-72.

Flu Pandemic of 1889-90 - In the modern
industrial age, new transport links, made it easier for
influenza virus to wreak havoc. In just a few months,
the disease spanned the globe, killing 1 million
people. It took just five weeks for the epidemic to
reach peak mortality.

Spanish Flu of 1918-1920 - As estimated 500
million people from the South Seas to the North pole
fell victim to Spanish flu. The flu spread and lethality
was enhanced by the cramped condition of the
soldiers and poor wartime nutrition that many people
were experiencing during World War 1. It was
followed by Asian Flu of 1957-58.

AIDS Pandemic 1981- present day - AIDS has
claimed an estimated 35 million lives. Its virus was
likely developed from chimpanzee that transferred to
humans in West Africa. The disease had no cure, but
medication developed in 1990.

HIN1 Swine Flu- 2009-10 - In the spring of
2009, the swine flu pandemic was caused by the new
strain of HIN1 that originated in Mexico spreading
to the rest of the world. In one year, the virus
infected as many as 1.4 billion people.

Corona Virus of 2019-20 - The Coronavirus
pandemic is an ongoing disease caused by severe
acute respiratory syndrome Coronavirus 2 (SARS-
Cov-2). The outbreak was identified in Wubhan,
China, in December 2019. The WHO declared the
outbreak to be a public health emergency of
international concern on 30 January 2020, and
recognized it as a Pandemic on 11™ March. More
than 2.25 million cases of Covid-19 have been
reported in 210 countries resulting in more than
154,000 deaths.

Its Effects: Political, Economical, Social and
Psychological Issues: - In 2019-20 the pandemic
affected the political systems of multiple countries
causing suspensions of Legislative activities,
isolation, or death of multiple politicians, and
rescheduling of elections due to fear of spreading the
virus.

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National

Again total no. of such SSI units in 2004-05
increased to 118.59 lakh, showing growth of 4.1
percent over the previous year out of which 17.53
lakh were registered units and 101.06 lakh were
unregistered units. It is estimated that the number of
SSI units curing 2006 if has uncrossed to 125.44 lakh
resisted a growth rate of 4.1 percent over the
previous year.

Greater innovation — The daily operation and
core management of a small business venture revolve
around the owner than with employs of larger
companies the owners of small organizations work
harder and longer and are more concerned with
profits and losses than employees of larges
organizations who work less and more concerned
with salaries and bonuses.

Greater flexibility — Small business can take
instant action when they identify a problem than a
bigger multinational can do in the same instance. A
medium company can increase price without market
consequences but a bigger corporation cannot do that
without fear of resistance from organized labor or
undue government interventions.

Less bureaucracy — The chain in commands in
larger corporations prolongs the decision making
aspects of running an organization but there is no
such bureaucracy with medium scaled business.

Less conspicuousness — It is always possible for
small companies to introduce new products into the
market without undue noise or attention but this is
not the case with larger corporation.

Weaknesses: - 1. Financial limitations — Apart
from the fact that larger multinationals have huge
financial service it is also very easy for them to
access huge bank loans to fund business activities,
but this is never the case with small ventures, smaller
businesses are hampered by storage of funds.

2. Stilting and employee problems - Large
corporations have the resources to pay fat salaries
and huge bonuses to staff and employees, but smaller
companies are more concerned with keeping their
businesses afloat and meeting set objectives than
with paying bonuses or salaries.

3. Lack of credibility — Big companies have no
problems introducing new products to the market
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because they already enjoy massive goodwill to say
any products. But small businesses need to convince
the public every time of the value and quality of new
products before they could be purchased.

Opportunities: - Small scale industries are the
second largest employer of human resource after the
agricultural sector and produce a wide variety of
products ranging from traditional to high tech.

Some of opportunities are as follows. 1)
Origination of employment. 2) Equitable distribution
of income. 3) Assembling of resources and
entrepreneurial skill. 4) Regional dispersion of
industries

Threats: - The following were identities as the
greatest abstracts to internationalization of SMES.

1) Poor capacity utilization. 2) Incompetent
management. 3) Inadequate finance. 4) Raw material
shortages. 5) Lack of marketing support. 6) Problem
of working capital. 7) Problem in export. 8) Lack of
technology up gradation. 9) Multiplicity of labor
laws. 10) Inability to meet environmental standards.
11) Delayed payment. 12) Poor industrial relations.
13) Stain government finance. 14) Concentration of
industrial units. 15) Inadequate dispersal. 16)
Widespread sickness. 17) Lack of awareness. 18)
Government interference.

Policies Recommended by RBI: - The standing
advisory committee under the chairmanship of
Deputy Governor, RBI has been Critically reviewing
the flow of institutional credit to the SSI sector from
time to time based on this committees decisions the
banks were advised by the RBI to take necessary
steps with regard to.

1) Fixation of self-set target by the banks for SSI.
2) Enhancement of composite loan limit for SSI from
rs. 25 lakh to Rs 50 lakh. 3) Incorporating credit
requirement in identified clusters in the bank’s
Anmual Credit lanes for the year 2004-05. 4)
Adequate publicity by the banks to various schemes
facilities extended to SSI sector like availability of
collateral free composite loan. 5) The RBI has
informed that majority of public sector banks have
issued necessary instruction regarding adopt loan of
interest rate bank of 2.1 above and below their PLR
SSI / tiny units, enhancing composted loan limit for
SSI From Rs. 25 lakh to Rs. 50 lakh, and have fixed
self-set for growth in advances to the SSI sector
bared on the previous years achievement. 6) Ministry
of SSI has requested the banks to circular. The
instruction issued by the RBI to all their branches for
compliance, monitor the steps taken by the branches
on their instructions on quarterly basis and post the
instructions on banks website for disseminating
information among the prospective entrepreneurs. 7)

Finance minister announced on 9™ January, 2004
creation of small and medium enterprises (SME)
fund under SIDBI initially of Rs. 10000 crore to
address interlaid the problem of inadequacy of
financial resources at competitive rates for small
scale sector. 8) Laghuudhyami credit card (LUCC)
scheme has been liberalized by enhancing the credit
limit From Rs. 2 lakh to Rs. 10 lakh for borrower
who has a satisfactory track record.

Suggestions: - The following suggestions are
recommended for the growth of SSIs in India.

1) Equitable allocation of raw material imported
components and equipment’s. 2) Improvement in the
methods and techniques of production. 3) Provision
for adequate finance. 4) Marketing assistance. 5)
Demarcating spheres for large-scale and small scale
units. 6) Promotion of clusters. 7) Sick unit’s
rehabilitation scheme. 8) Easy exit policy for sick
units.

Conclusion: - Small scale industry is very
important in creating employment and economic
development of India. It also helps in increasing
infrastructure and manufacturing industries. The
government announced some policies and programs
to support entrepreneurs of handlooms to sustain
employment in rural areas and to improve the quality
of life. Various steps were taken to improve credit
flow to SSIs the government has also introduced
various schemes and incentives for the promotion of
SSIs and provide institutional infrastructure for SSIs
through small industry Development Organization
(SSDO), and National Small Industries Corporation
(NSIC), Technology Resource Centers (TRC),
provide latest and right technology for attaining
global reach by SSI units. Boosting the contribution
of SSIs in total exports of India vvital to India’s
future economic growth.

However, it is also essential to create and sustain
a Dbusiness environment that reinforces the
international competitive of the export sector as a
whole. This can be achieved by active collaboration
between governments the private sector and
international agencies with a view to reaping the
significant potential benefits of exports through SSIs.
